CAMP sponsors undergraduate science and engineering 
majors who are interested in pursuing a research 
experience.  This internship program will fund UCSB 
undergraduates from under-represented groups in science, 
technology, engineering and mathematics for an 8 week 
summer research experience.   

Interns will gain first-hand experience in scientific 
investigation in a dynamic, collaborative research 
environment. They will develop and complete a project 
with a UCSB faculty member and a lab mentor who will 
provide training and support.   

In addition to research, the interns will also participate in 
weekly group meetings to develop oral presentation skills, 
attend special seminars and present their results at an end-
of-summer poster session.   

To Start the Application Process: 

Because students must find a faculty sponsor and a project 
before formally applying, we need you to complete this 
registration form so we can start helping you through the 
application process. This form gets us some information 
about you, and will hopefully get you started on your 
summer plans. 

CAMP sponsors students in a wide variety of disciplines, 
so the more info you can give about your interests, the 
better. We also encourage you to go on the web and look at 
faculty web sites to see what interests you and who you 
might like to work with.

 The Summer CAMP program will run from June 23 to August 
15, 2008.  

 Approximately 12 internships will be awarded in all areas of 
science, technology, engineering, or mathematics. 

 The stipend for undergraduate interns is $3,100 total for 8 
weeks at 35 hrs/week.

This program is open to any science, engineering, or mathematics 
undergraduate student who meets the following requirements: 

 Will be enrolled as a sophomore, junior or senior at UCSB in 
Fall 2008 

 US citizen or permanent resident 

 In good academic standing 

 Member of an under-represented group: blacks/african 
americans, native americans/alaskans, pacific islanders, latinos 
and latinas

Unofficial 
transcripts can be scanned in and converted to pdf file form, or downloaded from online grade reporting systems. If you don’t know 
how to do this, send the paper copy by post (snail-mail).
